JANUARY

1. If the Old Law had not been taken out of the
way, how much of it would we have to keep today?
Allof it.

2. List some of the commands we would have to
keep from the following passages (Lev. 8;
11:2,3,13; 24:16; Deu. 16; Jos. 5:2,3) animal
sacrifices, forbidden meats, stoning of blasphemers,
keeping Passover, circumcision, and all other rites
and ceremonies.

3. How did Lot use a type of situation ethics (Gen.
19:8)? He tried to give his daughters to the
sodomites for what was perceived to be the lesser
of two evils (fornication) instead of sodomy. Both
acts are wrong.

4. Can we really know right from wrong (Heb.
5:12-14)? Yes, we should have our senses
exercised to discern both good and evil.

5. The word “angel” simply means, “‘a sent one or
amessenger.” How does that clarify the statement
made concerning Peter in Acts 12:15? Those who
made the statement, “It is his angel” could have
been saying, “Itis his messenger.” We don’t know
how angels minister for us fully today, but we do
know that the modern concept of guardian angels
is false.

6. What is providence and how is it different from
the miraculous working of angels? Providence is
God’s continuous activity of preserving and
governing the whole of creation by his wisdom and
goodness and power, for the fulfillment of his eternal
purpose and for the glory of his name. When angels
work in providence it does not negate our free
will. All the work is done “behind the scenes” so
that everything appears to be natural and normal.
